The FCH 2 JU is organising this call for one traineeship position.

The trainee will provide support in particular for the HRS (Hydrogen Refuelling Station)
availability platform and the development of the European HRS community database.

Successful candidate will have an academic background in business administration,
economics, information and communication technologies, engineering, or technical
studies.

Trainees are selected from nationals of the Member States of the European Economic
Area (the Member States of the European Union, Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway)

Possession of a university degree at the time of applying;

An excellent command of oral and written English and one or more other official Union
languages;

Very good interpersonal, communication and team skills.

Grant:

The FCH 2 JU pays a monthly grant of 1,220.78 EUR net and may pay a travel allowance
to compensate the expenses incurred at the beginning and at the end of the traineeship
from the place of residence, which is normally the address provided for correspondence.
It is recommended to read carefully the detailed rules applicable.

How to apply:

The placement is for a period of 3 to 6 months.
